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The Principles and procedures of FCI Dog Show (CACIB) 2014

In order to avoid the mistakes and misunderstandings among the show organizers .exhibitors , ring
stewards and the judges , The Kennel Club of Thailand has determined the Principles and procedures for the
CACIB show as follows.

Example:

The winner of 6-9 months class is NO.1

The winner of 9-12 months class is NO.4

The winner of 12-15 months class is NO. 7

The winner of 15-18 months class is NO. 10

The winner of 18 months up class is NO.13

The winner of Champion class is NO. 16
First Process: The dogs NO. 1,4,7,10,13 and 16 will compete with one another for Best Male (Female)
Case 1:

1.1 If the winner of Champion Class (NO. 16) was placed as Best Male(Female),he(she) would

automatically achieve CACIB. And he(she) would compete for Best of Breed (BOB)

1.2 If the dog NO. 1 or NO. 4 or NO.7 was placed as the Reserve Best Male (Female), he(she)

would automatically achieve C.C.

1.3 If the dog NO. 10 or NO. 13 was placed as the Reserve Best Male (Female),he(she) would

automatically achieve C.C and Reserve CACIB.

Case 2 :
2.1 If the dog NO. 10 was placed as Best Male( Female).,he(she) would automatically achieve
C.C. and CACIB. And he(she) would compete for BOB

2.2 If the dog NO. 16 was placed as Reserve Best Male (Female),he(she) would automatically
achieve Reserve CACIB. The dogs NO. 1, 4, 7 and 13 would compete with one another for
the Reserve C.C.

2.3 If the dog NO.13 was placed as Reserve Best Male (Female),he(she) would automatically
achieve Reserve C.C. and Reserve CACIB

2.4 If the dog NO. 1 or NO. 4 or NO. 7 was placed as Reserve Best Male (Female), he(she) would
automatically achieve Reserve C.C. And the dog NO.13 and NO.16 would compete with each
other for Reserve CACIB

Case 3 :

3.1 If the dog NO. 13 was placed as Best Male (Female), he (she) would automatically achieve

C.C. and CACIB
3.2 If the dog NO. 16 was placed as Reserve Best Male (Female), he (she) would automatically
achieve Reserve CACIB. And the dog NO.1, 4, 7 and 10 would compete with one another for

Reserve C.C.

3.3 If the dog NO. 10 was placed as Reserve Best Male (Female),he (she) would automatically

achieve Reserve C.C. and Reserve CACIB

3.4 If the dog NO. 1 or No.4 or NO.7 was placed as Reserve Best Male(Female).he(she) would

automatically achieve Reserve C.C. And the dog NO.10 and NO.16 would compete with other for

Reserve CACIB

Case 4 :

4.1 If the dog NO.1 or NO.4 or NO. 7 was placed as Best Male (Female).he(she) would

automatically achieve C.C. and he(she) would compete for Best of Breed

4.2 If the dog No. 16 was placed as Reserve Best Male (Female), he (she) would automatically

achieve CACIB. The dog NO.10 and NO.13 would compete with each other for Reserve CACIB



Remark:

4.3 If the dog NO.10 or NO.13 was placed as Reserve Best Male (Female), he (she) would
automatically achieve CACIB. And the dog NO.10 or NO.13 who was not placed as Reserve Best
Male (Female), would compete with the dog NO.16 for Reserve CACIB

4.4 If the dog NO.1 or NO.4 or NO. 7 was placed as Reserve Best Male (Female). he (she) would
automatically achieve Reserve C.C. The dog NO.10, 13 and 16 would compete with one another for
CACIB and Reserve CACIB

- The dog who was placed as second in each individual class will not be permitted to compete in
Best
Male (Female), CACIB and C.C.

- Best male and best female will compete for BOB. If best male wins BOB, Reserve BOB will be

best female automatically.
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
